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Vince Freeman is a UK singer-songwriter with an inimitable voice and honest lyricism - a
style that he calls “Tough Country’.

This single comes on the back of a busy summer of live shows, supporting the likes of
Heather Small, Tunde and BoyzLife across the UK. Vince has also been writing and
producing for other notable artists, leading to him recently signing a publishing deal with Max
Music / Universal Music Publishing Group.
